THOUGHTS FOR THE WEEK

EZ 37:12-14: PS 130:1-8; ROM 8:8-11;
IN 11145 or JN 11:3-7, 20-27, 33b-45

At this point in our Lenten journey, it is tempting to
grow weary of the spiritual disciplines we have taken
on. Today's readings inspire us to remain faithful, in
grateful response to a God who loves us so much.

In our first reading, the prophet Ezekiel speaks God’s
own words to us. “I will put my spirit in you that you
may live... I have promised and I will do it, says the
Lord.” Our God wants to be so closely united to us
that we are one with Him. And He has promised He
will do it. But only if we make room for Him by
making Him THE priority of our lives. Putting God
first is a grateful response that is very pleasing to Him.
How can we do this? Our second reading, from
Romans, tells us. “Those who are in the flesh cannot
please God. But you are not in the flesh... you are in
the spirit if only the Spirit of God dwells in you.”

The disciplines of Lent and a stewardship way of life
are wonderful gifts that free us from too great an
attachment to “the flesh.” The sacrifices we make as
Christian stewards are not meant to restrict our
freedom and joy. Quite the contrary. They are tools to
help us find the real freedom and joy that only come
when we make room in our lives for God.

As we journey closer to the Passion of our Lord, let us
intensify our Lenten resolutions and our stewardship
way of life, inviting the Holy Spirit to take over more
of our lives. By Easter, we will be freer to rejoice in
Him and truly pleasing to God.

You are invited to visit HelpNotHarmCanada.ca to
quickly and respectfully contact your federal Member
of Parliament, urging them to support Bill C-218
(The Right to Recover Act). This legislation would
amend the Criminal Code to ensure that Medical
Assistance in Dying (MAID) is not extended to
individuals whose sole underlying condition is mental
illness. Without this amendment, MAID will be
available for mental illness alone beginning in March
2027. A vote is expected to take place mid-AprilL
2026.

Help Not Harm

We invite the Catholic community to respectfully contact their local
Member of Parliament (MP), requesting their support of a Private
Members’ Bill (C-218, The Right to Recover Act — an act to
amend the Criminal code — Medical Assistance in Dying)
currently before the Parliament of Canada.

What is Bill C-218? Bill C-218 amends the Criminal Code to make
it illegal to provide Medical Assistance in Dying (MAiD) to individuals
whose sole underlying condition is a mental illness. It recognizes the
importance of Canadians to recover from mental illness and ensures
help can be offered, not harm.

WHY IT MATTERS:

» Every life is precious. As Catholics, we believe in the sanctity of
every human life, from the moment of conception to natural death.

* A desire to die can be a symptom of illness.
Suicidal thoughts are frequently part of mental illness itself,
raising serious concerns about whether consent can ever be truly
free and informed.

« Mental illness is often treatable. Many mental health
conditions improve over time with proper care, therapy,
medication, and support. Recovery remains possible, even after
long periods of suffering.

¢ Gaps in mental health care remain unresolved.
Long wait times, limited access to psychiatrists, and uneven
mental health services mean some may seek to end their life due to
system failure, not medical necessity.

» There is an increased risk to vulnerable Canadians.
Individuals navigating mental health challenges are more likely to
experience poverty, trauma, isolation, disability, or lack of access
to care—factors that may pressure individuals toward assisted
suicide.

BACKGROUND ON BILLC-218

What is a Private Members’ Bill?

A Private Members’ Bill is a piece of
legislation introduced in Parliament
by a Member of Parliament (MP) or
Senator who is not a Cabinet Minister,
Parliamentary Secretary, or Speaker.
These bills allow individual legislators
to propose new laws, oramend
existing ones, typically focusing on
public policy issues. Bill C-218 has
been introduced by the Conservative
Party of Canada Member of
Parliament for Cloverdale-Langley
City, British Columbia, Tamara Jansen.

To pass, this legislation will
require support from more than
one political party. We believe

that many MPs are uncomfortable
with the rapid expansion of Medical
Assistance in Dying (MAID) in Canada
and in particular, the possibility that
MAID will be offered for those whose
primary underlying condition is
mental illness. We are asking MPs to
vote their conscience, regardless of
party affiliation.

The difference in passing this
Private Members’ Bill could be
just afew votes in the House

of Commons. It is critical that
constituents contact their Member
of Parliament asking them to support
Bill C-218. If the legislation does not
pass, as of March 17, 2027, new laws
will take effect to allow MAID for those
whose sole underlying condition is
mental iliness.
